APPLICATION DESCRIPTION

The City of El Paso is proposing to vacate eight (8) railroad crossings in accordance with the
City’s Quiet Zone project which consists of modifications and closures to railroad crossings
along the Five Points and UMC corridors. The crossings to be closed are the Maple, Birch,
Cedar, Elm, Estrella, Cebada, Boone, and Cadwallader crossings. The closures are pursuant to
agreements dated April 23, 2013 stipulating the City will take all actions necessary to
permanently close and vacate the roadways, easement and/or any other rights across the UPRR

property.
As of the writing of this staff report, the City has received three phone calls and one letter
(Attachment 4) in support of the Cadwallader closure and one phone call in support of the

Maple, Birch, Cedar, and Elm Street closures with the caller recommending for the City to
consider beautifying the portions of ROW that will remain open.

WE HAVE LIVED IN OUR HOME AT 7603 FRANKLIN DR FOR 41 YEARS, OUR HOME BEING RIGHT ACROSS
THE RAILROAD CROSSING.

WE ARE CERTAINLY IN FAVOR OF THIS PROPOSED CLOSURE. THE LOUD SOUND OF THE TRAIN HORN ALL
HOURS OF THE DAY AND NIGHT IS RIDICULOUS. I'M SURE THERE ARE RULES AND REGULATIONS ABOUT
HOW MANY TIMES THEY ARE SUPPOSED TO BLOW THEIR HORN AT THE CROSSING, AND IT VARIES
ANYWHERE FROM 3 TO 10-12 TIMES. WE FIGURE IT DEPENDS ON THE EMPLOYEE ‘S MOOD OR HE
THINKS ITS FUNNY TO KEEP BLOWING THE HORN, EVEN DURING THE NIGHT WHEN HE HAS TO KNOW
THAT THERE ARE PEOPLE IN THIS NEIGHBORHOOD , INCLUDING BABIES AND SICK & ELDERLY PEOPLE
WHO ARE SLEEPING. | SEE NO LOGIC IN THIS AS | HAVE BEEN OUTSIDE MANY TIMES WHEN THE TRAIN
