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EL PASO FIRE PREVENTION INSPECTION PROCESS

Fire Prevention Inspections are the single most
Important non-emergency activity performed by the
fire service.

A viable Fire Inspection program is made up of four key phases
*Plan Review Phase — assures Life and Fire Safety
Construction Phase — periodic inspections

Final Inspection Phase — compliance with code and safe for
occupancy

*Annual Inspection Phase — to assure continue standard of Fire and
Life Safety
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WHY WE PERFORM FIRE INSPECTIONS

Fire Inspections are mandated by State Statutes, Local Codes,
Regulations, and Ordinances
