WHEREAS, a study area plan is intended to be a separate policy document that is integrated into 
The Plan for El Paso to ensure consistency with the goals, policies and general objectives of the City’s 
comprehensive plan and ongoing planning process; and 
 

WHEREAS, a neighborhood planning focus was initiated in August of 2002 with the adoption of the 
Neighborhoods Matter! Program, an initiative administered in the Planning, Research and Development 
Department to establish neighborhood plans; and 

WHEREAS, the City Plan Commission has an important role throughout this process in 
conformance with the Commission duties listed in Title 2 of the City of El Paso Municipal Code; and 

WHEREAS, the El Paso City Council requested that the policy for developing neighborhood plans
