The City Plan Commission (CPC), on May 18, 2006, voted 6-0 to recommend APPROVAL of 
rezoning the subject property from R-3 (Residential) to R-5 (Residential), concurring with Staff’s 
recommendation.  
 
The CPC found that this rezoning is in conformance with The Plan for El Paso; and the proposed 
use is in conformance with the Year 2025 Projected General Land Use Map.  The CPC also 
determined that this rezoning protects the best interest, health, safety and welfare of the public in 
general; that the proposed use is compatible with adjacent land uses; and the effects of the 
rezoning will have no effects on the natural environment, social economic conditions, and property 
values in the vicinity and the city as a whole.

REZONING APPLICATION:  ZON06-00039 
 
 
GENERAL INFORMATION: 
 
The applicant is requesting a rezoning from R-3 (Residential) to R-5 (Residential) in order to 
permit a two-family residential subdivision.  The property is 2.02 acres in size and is currently 
vacant.  The proposed site plan shows ten (10) two-family residential lots to be located on the 
site.  Access is proposed via Santiago Street.  There are no zoning conditions currently imposed 
on this property. 
 
 
INFORMATION TO THE COMMISSION: 
 
The Development Services Department – Planning Division has received no calls or letters in 
support or opposition to this application. 
 
 
STAFF RECOMMENDATION: 
 
The Development Coordinating Committee (DCC) unanimously recommends APPROVAL of the 
request for rezoning from R-3 (Residential) to R-5 (Residential). 
 
The recommendation is based on the following: 
 
 The Plan for El Paso City-Wide Land Use Goals recommend that El Paso “provide a wide 

range of housing types that respond to the needs of all economic segments of the 
community.” 

 
 The Year 2025 Projected General Land Use Map for the Northwest Planning Area 

designates this property for Residential land uses. 
 
 R-5 (Residential) zoning permits two-family residential and is compatible with adjacent 

development. 
 
The Commission must determine the following: 
 

1. Will the R-5 (Residential) zoning protect the best interest, health, safety and welfare of 
the public in general? 

 
2. Will two-family residential be compatible with adjacent land uses? 

 
3. What is the relation of the proposed rezoning to the City’s Comprehensive Plan? 

 
4. What effects will the rezoning have on the natural environment, social and economic 

conditions, and property values in the vicinity and the city as a whole? 
 
 
 
 
 



 
Information To The Applicant: 
 
Development Services Department - Building Permits and Inspections Division Comments: 
 
Zoning: Proposed R-5 (Residential) zoning meets minimum general lot size standards, 

which could allow both single family and two family residential units.  
 
Landscape: Landscape not required for residential development.  
 
Development Services Department - Planning Division Comments: 
 
Current Planning: Recommend approval of the proposed zone change. 
 
Subdivision Review: No comments received. 
 
 
Engineering Department - Traffic Division Comments: 
 
No apparent traffic concerns with the proposed zoning change. 

  
Fire Department Comments: 
 
No comments received.  
 
El Paso Water Utilities Comments: 
 
Water: 
From the intersection of Santiago Street and Borderland Road, along Santiago Street towards the 
south there is an existing six (6) inch diameter water main.  This main dead-ends at approximately 
350 feet south of Borderland Road. 
 
From the intersection of Santiago Street and Artcraft Road along Santiago Street towards the 
north there is an existing twelve (12) inch diameter water main.  This main dead-ends at 
approximately 80 feet north of Artcraft Road. 
 
Along Santiago Street fronting the subject Property there are no existing water mains. 
 
Previous water pressure readings conducted on a fire hydrant located at the corner of Santiago 
Street and Artcraft Road, have yielded a static pressure of 74 pounds per square inch (psi), 
residual pressure of 60 psi, discharge of 949 gallons per minute (gpm). 
 
Sanitary Sewer: 
Along Borderland Road between Pascal Street and Domingo Street there is an existing eight (8) 
inch diameter sanitary sewer main. 
 
From the intersection of Artcraft Road and Santiago Street along Artcraft Road there is an existing 
eight (8) inch diameter sanitary sewer main.  This main is located along the northernmost portion 
of Artcraft Road right-of-way.  This main dead-ends immediately east of Santiago Street.   
  



Along Pascal Street between Borderland Road and Granby Street there is an existing eight (8) 
inch diameter sanitary sewer main. 
 
Along Santiago Street between Borderland Road and Artcraft Road there are no existing sanitary 
sewer mains. 
 
General: 
Off-site water main extensions are anticipated.  The above-described water mains located south 
of Borderland Road, and north of Artcraft Road will be required to be connected in order to create 
a looped system and avoid a long dead-end water distribution system.  The proposed looped 
water system will aid the circulation of the water and help prevent stagnant water within the public 
water distribution system.  
 
Off-site sanitary sewer main extensions are anticipated due to the topography of the existing 
terrain.   Sanitary sewer service is anticipated to be provided by extending mains from the existing 
sanitary sewer main located along Pascal Street.  An easement within Borderland Heights Unit 
Three (3) will be required in order to enable the proposed sanitary sewer mains pertaining to 
Santiago Court Subdivision access to the existing sanitary sewer main located along Pascal 
Street.  
 
An easement within Lot 5, Block 1, Santiago Court Subdivision, will be required.  The easement 
will extend parallel to the entire length of the south and west property lines.  The purpose of this 
easement is to enable the construction, operation, and maintenance of proposed sanitary sewer 
mains necessary to provide service to Santiago Court Subdivision, and to the property identified 
as Tract 47, Nellie D. Mundy Survey No. 241.  The minimum width dimension of this proposed 
easement is twenty (20) feet. 
 
An easement within Lot 6, Block 1, Santiago Court Subdivision, will be required.   The easement 
will extend parallel to the entire length of the west property line.  The purpose of this easement is 
to enable the construction, operation, and maintenance of proposed sanitary sewer mains 
necessary to provide service to Santiago Court Subdivision, and to the property identified as Tract 
51, Nellie D. Mundy Survey No. 241.  The minimum width dimension of this proposed easement is 
twenty (20) feet. 
 
Easement grantor shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the El Paso Water Utilities – Public 
Service Board from and against any and all claims, liability, actions, and damages for bodily injury 
and property damage to third parties or to the El Paso Water Utilities – Public Service Board 
which may be caused by or arise out of the maintenance and existence of said water and sanitary 
sewer mains in the easement area.     
 
EPWU-PSB requires access to the existing water, sanitary sewer facilities, appurtenances, and 
meters within the easement 24 hours a day, seven (7) days a week.    
 
No building, reservoir, structure, trees or other improvement, other than asphaltic paving (HMAC), 
and minor landscaping shall be constructed or maintained on the above referenced El Paso Water 
Utilities - Public Service Board Easements (EPWU-PSB easements) without the written consent of 
EPWU-PSB. 
 
The El Paso Water Utilities requires a finalized set of improvement plans including drainage and 
grading plans to initialize the design of the water and sanitary sewer main extensions to serve 
subject subdivision.  The owner is responsible for the costs of any necessary on-site & off-site 



extensions, relocations or adjustments of water and sanitary sewer lines and appurtenances.  
Furthermore, application for services for subject subdivision must be made in conjunction with the 
request for water and sanitary sewer main extensions.  The improvement plans should include a 
site plan, a utility plan, grading & drainage plans, landscaping plan (if applicable), the legal 
description of the property, and a certificate-of-compliance which are required at the time of 
application.  The certificate-of-compliance can be obtained at City Hall.
