Chapter 19.21 (Sidewalks), to amend sidewalk requirements for new streets; Chapter 19.41 (Expiration, Extension and 
Reinstatement), to amend the time of expiration of a plat application; and Chapter 19.46 (Proportionality Appeal), to 
amend the appeal requirements. The penalty being as provided in Chapter 19.42 of the City of El Paso City Code.
