What is it?
• One destination for information 

for visitors and residents
• Multiple points of contact and 

its own domain:



Who, What and Where?
• The El Paso Events Calendar is a partnership 

between the city, county and Convention 
and Visitor’s Bureau to establish a 
comprehensive events calendar

• The calendar will be available on the 
Convention and Visitor’s Bureau web page 
with links from the city and county of El Paso 
web sites; and at

• eventselpaso.com 
• In future phases (within a period of 6 

months) it could populate on multiple sites –
with information specific to that entity (i.e. 
city, county, etc.)  



What are the benefits?
• Designed to provide comprehensive listing 

of all types of events in the city/county 
region:  
– sports, art/culture, community listings, concerts, 

entertainment
• Will provide current week events; and will be 

searchable (i.e. like Google)
– by date, type of event, location, etc.

• Provides consistent format and information 
across institutions



What are the benefits?
• Allows for posting by a wide variety of 

potential users:  organizations, event 
planners and the general public

• One destination for listing/marketing of 
events

• Minimize duplication of efforts and data 
entry in multiple web calendars

• Ability to archive information and have a 
searchable calendar in a three year period

• Creates a database of events that are 
easily managed
