NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the premises and for other good and
valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, the parties
agree as follows:

1. Description of Property. The City hereby agrees to sell and convey and the Buyer hereby
agrees to acquire free and clear of any liens or encumbrances, the following described real property

all ground water, water rights or rights to surface water will be subject to all easements,
restrictions, reservations, rights of way, dedications and other encumbrances of record or
apparent upon the real property (including any right to drill a well and produce therefrom any
quantity of groundwater), all of such property, hereinafter collectively referred to as the "Property".

otherwise damage the ground water supply or resources of the City.

12 Surveys. The Buyer accepts responsibility for conducting its own archeological and
environmental surveys of the Property. Any mitigation of any conditions on the
Property, including archeological sites or, without limitations, adverse
environmental conditions, shall be at the expense of the Buyer who shall take the
Property subject to all existing conditions. The Buyer accepts responsibility for its
determination of the nature and extent of any archeological sites, or without
limitations, any adverse environmental conditions by its complete inspection of the

Development
1.3.1 Rezoning, platting and subdivision development shall be in accordance with
applicable City codes.

1.3.2  The subdivision plat shall reflect a 20-foot drainage easement to safely
convey storm water from Dianjou Drive street turn-heal down into the flood
control basin.

1.3.3 Subdivision improvements shall include construction of a hydraulic
structure to convey storm water from Dianjou Drive to the City’s underlying
basin. The subdivision improvement plans must comply with applicable
City codes.

1.3.4 Development shall reflect “new Urbanism” and/or “Smart Growth™ design
principles.

2. Amount of Payment of Purchase Price. The purchase price for the Property shall be
ONE HUNDRED THIRTY-FIVE THOUSAND ELEVEN AND 75/100THS ($135,011.75)

DOLLARS, which sum includes the appraisal services fee of $1,650.00 and surveying costs of
$2,050.00, plus any additional closing costs as identified in Paragraph 5.2.

Earnest Money. The City acknowledges the receipt of earnest money paid to the
City in by the Buyer in the amount of SIX THOUSAND, SEVEN HUNDRED
FIFTY-ONE AND 00/100 DOLLARS ($6,751.00), which will be credited to the
purchase price at the time of closing.

The Buyer at its expense will order a
title commitment ("Commitment"), accompanied by copies of all recorded
documents affecting the Property for the issuance of an Owner's Policy of Title
Insurance with respect to the Property, in an amount to be decided by the Buyer
("Owner's Policy").

At the time of closing, other than the Buyer, there are no
parties in possession of any portion of the Property as lessees, tenants at sufferance, -
or otherwise.

Mechanic!s Lien. (i) No action has been taken, suffered or permitted by or on behalf
of the City, the effect of which would be to establish or cause the inception or
priority of any mechanic's or materialmen's lien, statutory, constitutional or
otherwise, or other lien, charge or encumbrance upon the Property or any part
thereof or interest therein; and (ii) no liens or lien claims, choate or inchoate, arising
from the C1ty s actions or otherwise, exist or can exist for the benefit of mechanics
or materialmen in regard to the Property; and (iii) except as expressly disclosed in
the documents relating to this transaction, the City has not entered into any contracts
or agreements relating to the use or ownership of the Property or by which any
person or entity agreed to provide labor, services or materials in regard to the
Property or the business of the City.

Litigation. There is no pending or contemplated litigation before or by any court of
law pertaining to the Property or which involve incidents occurring on the Property
including, but not limited to, claims of damage to persons or Property.

Bills Paid. At closing, there will be no unpaid bills or claims in connection with any
repair or operation of the Property.

Compliance Law. All laws, ordinances, rules and regulations of any Government or
any agency, body or subdivision thereof, bearing in the development of the Property,
have been complied with.

Taxes. While the City owned the Property, the Property was exempt from ad
valorem taxes.

Pre-Closing Claims. City agrees that the Buyer's acceptance of title to the Property
under the conveyance documents should not create any liability on the Buyer’s part

the prior written consent of the Buyer.
