Special Use Permit:   ZON05-00107 
 
General Information: 
 
The applicant is requesting a special permit to allow for commercial.  The property is 
currently zoned C-4/c (Commercial/condition).  The site is currently commercial and is 
21,813.6 s.f. acres in size.  The proposed site plan shows retail shops to be located on 
the site.   Access is proposed via Paisano Dr. and Santa Fe St.; 19 parking spaces are 
provided. There are zoning conditions currently imposed by Ordinance # 011118 on this 
property that read as follows: 
 

1. Prohibiting the uses of the property for: 
a. Shops for the manufacturing of woodwork items and decorator wrought iron, 

air conditioning pads and similar items. 
b. Sales, storage, repair, and rental of tractors, heavy trucks, farm equipment, 

contractor’s equipment and heavy vehicles and equipment. 
c. Trailer, mobile home, travel trailer and recreational vehicle sales, display and 

repair, and general contractor’s yard. 
 2. Prohibiting the use of the property for any additional retail businesses offering 

alcoholic beverages for consumption on the premises.  However, retail 
businesses serving beer or wine in conjunction with food service are permitted. 

 
Information to the Commission: 
 
No calls or letters in support or opposition to this application have been received. 
 
Staff Recommendation: 
 
The Development Coordinating Committee (DCC) recommends APPROVAL of this 
special permit request. 
  
The recommendation is based on the following: 
 
 The Plan for El Paso City-Wide Land Use Goals recommend that El Paso          

“provide designated locations for commercial development that do not adversely 
affect the health, safety and welfare of the community and where essential 
infrastructure is available to serve the development.” 

 
 The Year 2025 Projected General Land Use Map for the Central Planning Area 

designates this property for Mixed-Use land uses. 
 
 C-4 (Commercial) zoning permits a parking reduction by special permit. 
 
The Commission must determine the following: 
 

Will the special permit for a parking reduction protect the best interest, health, 
safety and welfare of the public in general? 
 



 
Information To The Applicant: 
 
Building Permits and Inspections Division Notes: 
 

Landscaping may be required.  
Parking reduction would bring project into compliance.

Site location is not located within a Special Flood Hazard Area, Flood Zone C, Panel

Engineering Department, Traffic Division Notes: 
 

Traffic Division recommends denial of the request as there is no available parking 
in the streets at any time. 

 
El Paso Water Utilities Notes: 
 

 General 
1. There are no public water or sanitary sewer mains along Santa Fe Street. 
2. Existing water and sanitary sewer mains along the alley between El Paso 
Street and Santa Fe Street are available to serve the property. 

 3. EPWU does not object to this request.  Application for water and sanitary 
sewer services should be made six to eight weeks prior to any construction to 
ensure water for construction work.  A site plan, a utility plan, grading and 
drainage plans, landscaping plan, the legal description of the property, and a 
certificate-of-compliance are required at the time of application.  Service will be 
provided in accordance with the current El Paso Water Utilities – Public Service 
Board Rules and Regulations.  The applicant is responsible for the costs of any 
necessary on-site and off-site extensions, relocations or adjustments of water 
and sanitary sewer lines and appurtenances.
