ITEM 14:

07-152-06 3213 Orkney Street Essic Hands
Applicant requests a Special Exception under Section 2.16.050 G (Rear Yard Setback) in an R-
3 zone of the City of El Paso Zoning Ordinance.

Motion was made by Mr. Bradley Roe, seconded by Mr. Robert Veliz, and unanimously carried
to postpone Item #14 for three weeks, to the meeting of August 14, 2006 to re-notify and add
Special Exception V (Front Yard Setback).

08-125-06 9912 Saigon Drive Graciela G. Najera
Applicant is requesting an Extension of Time for a Special Exception G (Rear Yard Setback) in
an R-3 zone of the City of El Paso Zoning Ordinance.

This Special Exception was approved by the Zoning Board of Adjustment at the August 8, 2005
meeting but the applicant was unable to construct during this time and is now requesting an
extension for this Special Exception.

Graciela Najera, owner, was present to represent the case.

Motion was made by Mr. Oscar Perez, seconded by Mr. Larry Nance, and unanimously carried
to approve a twelve month Extension of Time for this Special Exception G (Rear Yard Setback).

ITEM 2:

08-135-05 113 Chip Chip Street Victor and Lupe Prieto
Applicants are requesting an Extension of Time for a Special Exception C (Front, Rear, and
Side Yard Setbacks) in an R-F zone of the City of El Paso Zoning Ordinance.

This Special Exception was approved by the Zoning Board of Adjustment at the August 22,
2005 meeting but the applicant was unable to construct during this time and is now requesting
an extension for this Special Exception.
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Lupe Prieto, owner, was present to represent the case.

Motion was made by Mr. Larry Nance, seconded by Mr. Bradley Roe, and unanimously carried
to approve an Extension of Time for this Special Exception C (Front, Rear, and Side Yard
Setbacks).

ITEM 3:

04-079-06 Salas Street Phillips Homes of El Paso, Inc.
Applicants request a Variance from Section 20.14.090 (Side Yard Setback) in an R-5 zone of
the City of El Paso Zoning Ordinance.

Staff was unable to contact the applicant and therefore is requesting that this item be
postponed for three weeks, to the meeting of August 14, 2006.

Motion was made by Mr. James Major, seconded by Mr. Larry Nance, and unanimously carried
to postpone this request for a Variance (Side Yard Setback) for three weeks, to the meeting of
August 14, 2006 so that the applicant may be present at the meeting.

ITEM 4:

05-100-06 919 Hunter Drive El Paso Community College
Applicant requests a Variance from Section 20.66.275 (Signs, Schools) in an R-F zone of the
City of El Paso Zoning Ordinance.

David Mena, Director of Engineering for the El Paso Community College, was present to
represent the case.

Melvin Patridge also from El Paso Community College requested approval of the sign.

Motion was made by Mr. John Taylor, seconded by Mr. Bradley Roe, and passed with a 7-2
vote to approve this request for a Variance (Signs, Schools) with the condition that the total
height of the sign be 20’ and three existing signs be removed.

It was determined that a literal enforcement of the ordinance would result in an unnecessary
hardship due to exceptional physical conditions of the land being surrounded by four streets but
being limited to 2 signs, size of campus and the existing dogleg in Hunter, along with the
topographic condition of existing vegetation and homes in the area that would visually block the
sign. The motion would limit the height of the sign to 20" and three existing signs would be
removed.

ITEM 5:

06-117-06 3740-3744 Prairie Rose Street Frank and Margarita Pryor
Applicants request a Special Exception under Section 2.16.050 N (Minimum Lot Depth) in an R-
5 zone of the City of El Paso Zoning Ordinance.

Frank Pryor, owner, was present to represent the case.
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Motion was made by Mr. James Major, seconded by Mr. Larry Nance, and unanimously carried
to approve this request for a Special Exception N (Minimum Lot Depth).

ITEM 6:

06-126-06 4216 Hampshire Lane Scott Emmerich
Applicant requests a Special Exception under Section 2.16.050 Q (Carport over a Driveway) R-
3 zone of the City of El Paso Zoning Ordinance.

Scott Emmerich, owner, was present to represent the case and stated that he is willing to
comply with staff's recommendations.

Traffic Department has no objections to this request.

Motion was made by Mr. Larry Nance, seconded by Mr. James Major, and unanimously carried
to approve this request for a Special Exception Q (Carport over a Driveway).

The following conditions must be met:
1. The accessory structure must be relocated to the rear yard of the property or
removed.
2. The building permit for the carport must also include the rear yard addition and
rock wall in front of the side carport
3. The rock wall in front of side carport must be lowered to a height of no more than
6 feet.

Motion was made by Mr. James Major, seconded by Mr. Oscar Perez and unanimously carried
to approve this request for a Special Exception C (Side Yard Setback).

The following conditions must be met:
1. There has to be a two and a half feet side setback from the overhang on each
side.

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Motion was made by Mr. Bradley Roe, seconded by Mr. Oscar Perez and unanimously carried
to approve this request for a Special Exception Q (Carport over a Driveway).
