CHANGES TO THE AGENDA

Discussion and action on postponing Items 1 and 9, for three weeks, to the meeting of
November 13, 2006, deleting item 5, and accepting correction on item 8. ltem 1 was postponed
to allow the applicant additional time to submit revised plans to show the proposed carport over
a driveway. Item 9 was postponed to allow the applicant to modify the request from a Special
Exception U to a Special Exception G (Rear Yard Setback).

Motion was made by Mr. Bradley Roe, seconded by Mr. Jose Melendez, and unanimously
carried to approve this request for a Variance from Section 20.12.090 (Yard Standards) in an R-
3 zone of the City of El Paso Zoning Ordinance.

Applicant requests Special Exceptions under Section 2.16.050 L (Builder’s Error, Rear Yard
Setback) and V (Front Yard Setback) in an R-5 zone of the City of El Paso Zoning Ordinance.
