Applicants request a Special Exception under Section 2.16.050 U (Side Yard Setback) in an R-3
zone of the City of El Paso Zoning Ordinance.

Jose Jordan, applicant, and Esteban Sansores, representing Mr. Jordan, were present to
represent the case.

Alexander Titoff, a neighbor who resides at 5984 Equinox, said that there are covenants for this
subdivision stating that there is a committee representing the homeowners that approves or
disapproves any modification to a house.

For the record, for the Builder's Error Special Exception, it was noted that the owners, Mr. John
Hulett and Ms. Myong Owens, are the contractors in this case.

Motion was made by Mr. Bradley Roe, seconded by Mr. Servando Hernandez, and carried to
approve these requests noting that the builder’s error was by the owners and with the condition
that the applicants cannot enclose the patio to the rear. Motion passed with a 7-1 vote.

Ruperto Rivera, contractor representing the applicant, was present to represent the case.

Motion was made by Mr. Bradley Roe, seconded by Mr. Samuel Barela, and unanimously
carried to approve this request.

ITEM7:
12-224-06 9723 Naomi Drive Blassa Espino

Applicant requests a Special Exception under Section 2.16.050 G (Rear Yard Setback) in an R-
3/sc zone of the City of El Paso Zoning Ordinance.

The owner was told that she will not be able to rent the apartment because it is not in the correct
zone.

Robert Rios, representing the owner, was present to represent the case. Blassa Espino,
applicant, was also present.
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Mr. Bradley Roe translated for Ms. Espino because she does not speak English. She is willing
to comply with staff's recommendations.

Motion was made by Mr. Bradley Roe, seconded by Mr. Servando Hernandez, and unanimously
carried to approve this request with the following condition: The applicant must reduce the
existing accessory structure to no more than 120 square feet and create a minimum of 5’
separation between the accessory structure and the house. The existing rear yard addition
must be reduced to a width of no more than 34 feet and built no closer than 10’ to the rear
property line.
