Construction or Demolition 
Material (CDM) Program

• Implemented January 2013

• Requires notification and manifest use for 
individuals subject to City Development 
demolition permit

• CDM must be delivered to a landfill or 
recycling center

• Completed manifests must be submitted to 
Environmental Services with CDM project 
termination form
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CDM Enforcement Phases

• Phase I:  January 2013, Demolition projects

• Phase II:  TBD, Re-roofing projects

• Phase III:  TBD, New construction projects

CDM Enforcement 
(since Jan. 2013)

• 113 project notifications received

• 90 enforcement cases investigated

• 5 citations issued

CDM Disposal and Recycling

• Delivered to Greater El Paso Landfill

– 1,9214.8 tons

• Delivered to Camino Real Landfill

– 643.1 tons
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Illegal Dumping

• Involves prosecuting individuals engaged in 
illegally dumping on property not authorized 
to accept solid waste or CDM

• Jan. 2013 to date:

– 540 cases investigated

– 4 citations issued

• Cooperative investigation and enforcement
– TCEQ (Special Investigations)

– EPPD

– US Army CID (Major Procurement Fraud Unit)

Waste Accumulation

• Notice issued to property owner, specifying 
time to clean and remove solid waste 
accumulated at property

• Distinguished from illegal dumping when 
property owner was not aware of dumping 
or did not consent to accepting waste at 
property

• Jan. 2013 to date:

– 1 citation issued

– 2 cases referred to City Prosecutor

• 1,519 private and 161 City-owned 
properties cleaned up

private properties totaling $285,325

• 432 sanitation liens filed (for failure of 
property owner to pay) totaling $84,659
