EXHIBITS AND FIGURES

**Refer to sponsor guidelines for specific instructions regarding use and format of exhibits and figures first.

Exhibits and figures should appear within the body of text immediately after being cited in the text.  

Exhibits are numbered Exhibit 1-1, 1-2, 1-3, for multiple exhibits or figures within Chapter 1.

Exhibits in proceeding chapters follow the same format, 2-1, 2-2, 3-1, 3-2, 4-1, 4-2, etc.

Center exhibit and figure numbers in bolded, upper- and lowercase letters:

 Exhibit 1
All exhibits and figures should have titles.  Titles are centered, bolded, capital letters, and double-spaced after the Exhibit or Figure number.

Text within exhibits is usually single-spaced unless specified otherwise.

Exhibits that are landscaped should have the title on the LEFT otherwise the exhibit is backwards.
